Machell’s Mirror

It is now the 110" day of school. Zero the Hero, and Decimal Dot have been visiting
every day since the 100" day of school, as there has been a zero in the tens place for the
numbers 101 to 109, and today, a zero in the ones place! It has been difficult to think of
different challenges to do in 101 to 110 seconds.

The 100" day of school was a great success, according to Mrs. White, who filled in for me that day.
The children brought an impressive array of projects for the 100" day:

a cake with 100 candles and a cake shaped like 100 — Xanel

100 loonies for Hearts for Haiti — Charity

100 pictures of things she likes doing as a collage — Quinell

a chart with 100 stickers in groups of ten inside a large 100 — Melissa

100 items for the food bank — Hayden

a 100 year-old jar with 100 wishes inside — Erica

100 maple leafs on a chart — just in time for the Olympics! — Treyle

100 unusual and weird words, complete with definitions — Daniel

100 mini-stickers — Tyrell

a necklace with 100 Cheerios in groups of ten and a raintube with 100 Alphabits inside — Stacie
We have some pretty amazing Kids in our grade two class to come up with all of these different things!

Most of the children also came dressed how they thought people would dress 100 years from now.
Mrs. Stammers took pictures for posterity. They all shared 100 small treats they had brought for snack. They
also sorted 100 Smarties by colours, counted them, and recorded the amounts of the colours on a 100 chart.
They are now in the process of graphing these amounts.

To go along with our Sea theme, we have looked at how quickly 125 mL of water evaporates in
different shapes of containers. We are trying this in six different containers, and in a container with plastic
wrap on top. The children made their predictions, and now we are leaving nature to do its work. The water is
all gone from two of the containers already. We have also made predictions about whether objects will float
or sink, and then checked our predictions. Using tiles and plastic lids, we experimented with how to place a
load to balance it in water, and thus carry the most tiles. The children found that it was best to put the tiles
everywhere, being careful to balance the load as it was put on. Stacking the tiles also helped.

This week, the children made predictions as to what type of fabric or material would absorb the most
water. We checked these predictions, and will be graphing and analyzing the results. All of the children
guessed that the “Sham Wow” would absorb the most, and they were correct!

Here are some more daily jokes and riddles relating to the sea.:

What is quicker than a fish? The one who catches it.

What is worse than seeing a shark’s fins? Seeing its tonsils.

Why are fish so smart? Because they travel in schools.

When does a boat show affection? When it hugs the shore.

Why is travel by boat the cheapest way of getting around? Because boats run on water.

What vegetable is dangerous to have in a boat? A leek.

What is H,1,J,K,L,M,N,0? The formula for water H to O.

What runs, but never gets out of breath? Water.

In Math, the children are working with addition using place value blocks, as well as work with the 100
chart, and our daily numbers.

Our Student of the Week last week was Daniel. Daniel brought in a cardboard bos, because he likes
playing with boxes. He put a hammer in the box, because he likes building stuff. A slipper was included
because “slippers warm your feet and love warms his heart”. His stuffed “Mousie” was also included because
his mom got it for him when he was four. Mousie wears a little housecoat and PJs!



This week, Melissa is our Student of the Week. She covered her box with paper that had flowers,
butterflies, ladybugs, and cats on it, because she likes those things. Inside her box, she had a mother cat and
kitten, the kitten being like her cat. She had the goggles she wears when she goes swimming in Red Deer.
For something she no longer likes, she included her Pokemon cards. A picture of her grandfather was
included, because she misses him. There was also a picture of herself at Disneyland with her family, and
herself as a baby.

Congratulations go out to Daniel and Stacie for receiving their Silver Award for 75 Personal Effort
Points earned. All of the children have now received their Silver Award, and chose a movie as their reward.
They watched “Bedknobs and Broomsticks”. We also have two more Gold Award winners! Hayden and
Treyle have each earned 100 points.
