The junior 
high students have been working with Dwayne Peace and the Dare to Care program.  It started on 
Tuesday morning with a three hour assembly for all students in the junior high.

MACHELL’S MIROR 
 It’s December already!  The hectic Christmas season is upon us.  The 
children made their Christmas draw on Wednesday, and practice for the 

Christmas Concert is gearing up more with each passing day.  Zero the Hero, 
and sidekick Decimal Dot made another visit on Monday, November 30, for the 

60th day of school.  Before we know it, the year will be half complete! 
 We continue to work with magnets, and have learned that iron and nickel are metals that 
are attracted to magnets.  As steel contains iron, it is attracted as well.  We have also learned 
some of the uses of magnets, and that like poles on magnets repel, and unlike poles attract.  The 
children used their experience with the balloon on a bottle to correctly predict that a balloon 
placed in the refrigerator would get smaller.  They also watched cold coloured water sink to the 
bottom of a jar of hot water, and then rise to the top after it warmed.  We have learned that both 
hot air and hot liquids rise when heated and sink when cooled. 
 In “Mr. Popper’s Penguins”, the penguin Captain Cook has created some problems for 
the Poppers.  Lately it has been gathering up small objects around the house, and making a nest 
with them in the refrigerator.  Mr. Popper took it for a walk, and it caused quite a stir! 
 In Math, we continue to look at measurement.  In general, we found, with a couple of 
exceptions, the children to be 6 of their feet tall, and 9 of their hands.  The children compared the 
circumference of their head (using yarn) with that of a balloon we used for an experiment.  They 
also compared it with the length of their arm from shoulder to wrist.  Many found their heads to 
be the same, or very close to the same as their arm length..  The children compared their head 
size with that of other children, finding someone with a longer and shorter length of yarn.  They 
also saw how many of their head circumferences it took to make up their height.  This turned out 
to be two and some for all.  Right now, they are working with five different lengths of “woolly 
worms” which they have made and ordered by length. 
 Our Student of the Week last week was Quinell.  Quinell describes herself as having a 
good sense of humour and singing voice, being a day person, and always trying to help others.  
She says she is loud, cautious, friendly, and active.  Quinell’s wish for the world is that there 
were no H1N1.  Her favourite movie or TV character is Hannah Montana, because she loves her 
singing.  Her favourite family activity is Christmas, because she likes presents and spending time 
with her family.  If Quinell could go anywhere in the world, she would go to the beach in 
Mexico.  When she grows up, she would like to be a hairdresser.
